It was a good turnout of participants, gliders and spectators.

There was very heavy cloud cover and according to the glider flyers that was exactly what they wanted.

The tug was based on a crop-duster model but the engine was increased from 120 to 150 cc to cater for the larger and
heavier models that kept appearing over time. The wing profile was also altered to get better lift characteristics. The
largest glider was some 6.2m in wing span and weighed 11 kg. The climb rate of the tug was very impressive.

I enquired about the construction of these machines and was advised that they are constructed entirely from glass and
carbon fiber in a super thin sandwich, including the wings. No wood of any description was to be seen. The finish and
build quality was excellent. Based on the $400 for the pilot alone, I did not ask for the glider cost.

The pilot had real denim jeans and real leather boots.

All present enjoyed a great event.
